Band Booster General Meeting

Thursday, August 4, 2011 7:00 PM
The opening meeting for the 2011-2012 school year was held in the GHS auditorium with the following persons in attendance:  Alecia Eppley, Carol Jeffries, Howard Scott, Jamie Scott, Kim Tupper, Theresa Pochatko, Sharon Shannon, Rebecca Hecking, Debbie Faber, Rhonda Lumley, Jane Roth, Bridgitte Potkonicky, John O’Malley, Dan Eppley, Charlie Demarest, and Diana Lopochonsky.  Carol Jeffries read the minutes that were accepted as read, following a motion made by Charlie Demarest and seconded by John O’Malley.   Mr. Schrader was occupied with band camp so was unable to give a Band Director’s report.
Treasurer’s Report

Alecia Eppley gave a brief report as Fiona Dennis was unable to attend the meeting.  Beginning balance was $12,965.45.  Numerous checks were written since May:  $201 for senior gifts (embroidered blankets; $50 donation to the GHS senior party; two $300 scholarships, one each to Stephen Hecking and Ryan Cardillo; $234 to Charlie Demarest to reimburse for expenses, $295 for VA Beach trip; $80 to Kathy Ammons for cakes for senior reception in May; and $2900 to Music in the Parks for Cedar Point.  Deposits of $6355 were made for an ending balance of $8825.45.  $1799 of those funds is earmarked for student accounts.
Old Business
· Personal Accounts – Parents will receive a list of the rules pertaining to fundraisers and personal accounts.  This list must be signed by student and parent and returned.  The list will be available on the music department website, and at band fundraising activities (Stromboli pick-up, pie delivery) until 100% are signed.  Rebecca Hecking and John O’Malley will make sure all are signed.

· By-Laws Revisions - Suggestions for revisions are posted on the music department website.  A vote will be held at the October, 2011 Band Booster meeting.
· Lucky C Notes – Carol will send an email close to August 15 with reminder that “Money for Lucky C Notes is due by September 2 before the start of the home football game that day.” John O’Malley will purchase a $25 movie gift card to be given as an incentive to have tickets turned in early… if at least five sold tickets are returned for each band member in a family by 7PM during Meet the Trojans, all their sold tickets will be entered into a drawing for the movie gift card.
· Clearances – must receive ‘satisfactory clearances’ and a copy of each (Child Abuse History Clearance and State Police Criminal Background Check) turned into the superintendant’s office to chaperone.  Bob Robbins’s office will submit application – may speed up the process.
New Business

· Band Camp 2011 – Following a motion by John O’Malley (seconded by Howard Scott) it was approved that Band Boosters will give $100 to each of six assistants as thanks for their help with band camp.  Fiona will write the checks. Alecia expressed thanks to the families that provided popsicles for morning break this week during band camp: Coburns, Jeffries, Demarests and Eppleys.  Boosters will provide a hotdog cookout tomorrow on the final day of band camp – Fiona and Bill Dennis will cook.  Parents can donate chips, cookies and water.  Lunch will be served at 10:45AM since the school must be vacated by 11:30AM (summer hours)

· Kennywood - Five or six chaperones needed.  Kim Tupper will organize chaperones.  John O’Malley will ride with Dennis Webber who will be pulling the trailer.  There is a new procedure for chaperones this year – a list of chaperones must be submitted to the school office a few days prior to the trip.  Clearances must be on file with each school.  
· Meet the Trojans – Wednesday, August 31 at 7:30PM.  Band will practice from 5:30 – 7 PM, have a short break and then will be the first performance of the program at 7:30PM. Boosters will sell lemon shakes, bottled water and baked goods.  No hotdogs this year.  Theresa will purchase supplies for lemon shakes, Diana will get bottled water, Carol, Rebecca, Alecia, Theresa and Sharon will help.  Wendy’s may donate 20 oz cups as they did last year.  Carol will request 5 tables from GHS to be used.  Alecia will get change from Fiona.

· Football Games – Five to six chaperones are needed for each away game.  First away game is Sept 23 at Grove City – Dennis Webber will sponsor the buses for this game.  Boosters will provide cookies and water (in coolers with cups) for both bands at home games.  Diana will enlist people to make cookies. Charlie will be in charge of filling water coolers with ice and water.  Diana has purchased cups.  Rebecca and Alecia will purchase more cups if/when needed. 

· Uniform Room Staffing – Uniforms will be kept in uniform room when not being worn. Jamie will make up a schedule with times and dates of uniform pass out and collection. Carol will email the schedule to executive board members for sign ups.  
· Spaghetti Dinner – Friday, September 9 from 4 – 6 PM in the GHS Cafeteria.  Prices will remain the same as previous years - $5 for adults, $3 for students, and ages 3 & under free.  Volunteers needed to help with the dinner – be at GHS at 3PM to help.  Band families will be asked to donate 1 institutional size can of tomato sauce and 1 pound of thin spaghetti.  Jamie will ask band front families to donate desserts.
