· Winter Concert Band/Steel Band Concerts – Thanks to all who sold admission tickets, ornaments, pins, Steel Drum CDs, t-shirts and 50/50 tickets.  Profit from the 50/50 ticket sales was $138 at the Concert Band concert and $129 at the Steel Drum Band concert.            
· Liam Teague Concert Ticket Sales and Publicity – A few tickets were sold at the Winter Steel concert.  We will have them available for sale at concerts in the next few months, at the Business and Community Expo (see below)  as well as at the spring Spaghetti dinner. 
· Spring Spaghetti Dinner – Tentative date at the Knights of Columbus is Sunday February 26 – Alecia will check with Mr. Schrader to see if the date is good since having the steel band play during the dinner is a real plus.  Hours for the dinner were set for 11:30 – 2:30 PM.  Rebecca moved to raise ticket prices to $6 for adults and $4 for students, Charlie seconded the motion and the motion was approved.  Charlie will put a postcard together to mail out to potential spaghetti dinner customers (he has contact info. from door prize drawing at last year’s spaghetti dinner at the KOC). Those on the mailing list will be able to present the postcard for a $1 off discount.  
· Stromboli Sale - Sale began January 4 and will run through January 18.  Open to band students in grades 6 – 12.  Alecia is sending a letter to Mr. Bronson to explain the sale and Band Booster fundraising policies and request permission for East Elem band students going to Cedar Point in May to be involved in the sale.  When permission is given, Alecia will forward order forms and the Individual Fundraising Accounts Policy form to Emily Burke.  Theresa Pochatko will pick up all money and orders at end of the sale and give to Carol.  Delivery day is set for Wednesday, February 1 at 3PM in the GHS Cafeteria to sort and fill orders.  Orders will be ready for pick-up between 4 and 5PM.
