Band Director’s Report
No report was given as Mr. Schrader was not present at the meeting due to illness.
Treasurer’s Report            
Alecia gave a brief report in Fiona’s absence.  Women of the Moose gave a donation of $150 for the band, Julie Bear (band camp volunteer) donated $100 back to the Boosters, Jerry Herrick (Lucky C Note $400 winner) also donated $100 back to the Boosters.  Boosters gave $75 to Robin Reimold and friend for her DJ services at the band party in September.  Pie Sale deposits totaled $4081.50.  Ending balance was $21,032.08 (this balance does not include check which will be written to Jane’s Stromboli for pie sale), with $4407 in students’ accounts.

· Lucky C Notes – Sale is over for the year.  $300 total was donated back to the boosters from 3 winners. A thank you letter and list of winners will be published soon in the Record Argus.
· Pie Sale – Delivery will be in the GHS band room on Thursday, November 17 from 4:30 – 5:30PM.  Parents and students can come at 3 PM to help sort and fill orders.  Rebecca will be present with ‘Individual Accounts forms’ for those who do not yet have one on file with Band Boosters.
· Fall Concert – went well, very entertaining.  Boosters made $158 profit from    50/50 sales, perhaps due to John and Charlie selling in auditorium before the concert began.  Thanks to those who also helped:  Rebecca (sold admission tickets), and Jamie, Brigitte, Fiona and Kim who sold 50/50 tickets in the lobby.

· Senior Night – went smoothly.  A big thank you to Fiona and Bill Dennis for supplying (and cooking) the hotdogs and all those who helped and donated cookies and brownies: Sharon, Carol, Jamie, Diana, Charlie and Alecia.

· Halloween Parade – band looked nice, but was difficult to video them marching and playing – very slow-moving parade.  Nice sounding group with Reynolds and Greenville marching as a unit.

· Marching Band Banquet – November 16 at 6PM in the GHS Cafeteria.  Invitations have gone out to school board members and administration – including the principals from all three schools.  Band families have been informed via email, flyers in the band room, and information on www.greenvillemusicdept.com  Jamie, Kim and Vickie Pearson have organized the banquet.  Kim, Alecia, Sharon and Carol will help set up at 4PM on night of banquet.
