Band Director’s Report
The Marching Band performed well at Mercer County Band Show in September.  The Dance/Pizza Party for marching band students was successful – 50-60 students showed up.  Thanks to the boosters for providing pizza, thanks to Dennis Webber for the use of the KOC hall.  Robin Reimold and friend did a great job as DJs – Boosters will give them $50 for their efforts.  

Dennis Webber sponsored the buses so the band could travel to the Grove City football game on September 23, and Jay Frye/Moose will sponsor buses for the Slippery Rock football game on November 4.
Lori Reeves was in attendance at the booster meeting, representing the Greenville Chamber of Commerce and shared some ideas of how to get Thiel College to become more involved in Greenville – she spoke of Thiel Band Day and the Halloween Parade as possible events to promote cooperation between GHS’ and Thiel’s bands.

Treasurer’s Report

Beginning balance was 7945.00.  Deposits totaling $12,765.00 were made and checks were written to: Jane’s Stromboli; Lucky C winners for September; and John O’Malley, Theresa Pochatko and Charlie Demarest to reimburse for expenses for Lucky C and spaghetti dinner fundraisers.  Ending balance was $18,088, with $4307 of that balance in students’ accounts.
Old Business
Spaghetti Dinner – Profit from the dinner was $1310.60. Nice turn out, Lots of people attended, lots of help. Dennis Webber donated sauce, spaghetti (purchased in excess of band families’ donations) and meatballs.
· Lucky C Notes –410 tickets sold, one less than last year for a profit of $5600.  Doug Anderson and Tom Radish donated back their winnings ($100 each).

· Personal Accounts – Rebecca collected signed Individual Accounts Policies during Stromboli delivery from all those who participated in the Stromboli fundraiser.  She will also be at the pie delivery in November to collect from those who did not participate in the Stromboli sale but did sell pies. 
· Stromboli Sale – Delivery went well – no overages or shortages.  1036 sold. 
· Pie Sale – Orders being taken now by students in grades 7 - 12.  Delivery will be in the GHS band room on Thursday, November 17 from 4:30 – 5:30.  

New Business
· By-Laws Revisions – Rebecca made a motion to accept the changes proposed in June and Kim seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  The revised by-laws will be posted on the Music Dept website.
· Fall Concert - Band Boosters will sell 50/50 tickets in the lobby (Jamie and Rebecca) and in the auditorium before the concert (John O’Malley).  Alecia will collect ticket money along with Donna Scott from Choir Boosters.
· Senior Night – Cook-out for marching band members hosted by Band Boosters on Friday, Oct. 28 at 5:30 in the GHS cafeteria. Fiona and Bill will provide (and cook) hotdogs and buns, Boosters will provide punch and water and chips/snacks (leftover from band dance/party).  Diana and others will bring cookies.
· Marching Band Banquet - November 16 at 6PM in the cafeteria.  Boosters will supply ham, rolls, drinks and paper products.  Families will bring a main dish and salad or desserts.  Jamie and Kim will coordinate the banquet.  Carol will email invitation to parents and Eric will make copies for students to take home.
